The big story in this issue is our coverage of Enterprise Connect where David Maldow and myself tried
to give those of you who could not attend as comprehensive a look at what was new and cool as
possible. | always try to discern a couple of specific trends for each major show and conference and,
frequently, they are the same at every show: Lower costs, more capabilities, better ease-of-use. Those
continue this year with Cisco dropping the cost of their entry level system significantly while adding
improved collaborative capabilities and a set up that requires 5 minutes, which Cisco’s Rowan Trollope
interestingly noted was faster than setting up a new iPhone.

The trend that | am most excited about and that | will be personally writing about in detail in the
upcoming issue of Telepresence Options Magazine, is the dramatic improvements in the ability to
effectively collaborate on data in both local and virtual meetings. When | originally founded our
consultancy, the Human Productivity Lab, the focus was on evaluating and testing technologies that
would give organizations a quantifiable improvement in organizational productivity and individual
executives an improvement in their individual productivity. We ended up specializing in visual
collaboration because we determined that that was the area where we could help provide the biggest

“bang-for-the-buck”. UC was #2 on our list and working effectively with data was #3.

An estimated 65% of people are “visual learners” and when information is received visually in addition
to auditory, both comprehension and retention are dramatically improved. Finally, research at MIT
shows that if it takes more than 1 and %2 seconds to transition between visual data in a meeting then
the meeting's flow is broken (Hat Tip to Mersive's founder Chris Jaynes for that tidbit). So for
organizations looking to accelerate the rate at which information is created, shared, understood,
evaluated, and acted upon globally then improving that capability offers a staggering ROI for not a lot
of money!

On the low end these capabilities are manifesting themselves in “Bring & Fling” solutions like
Crestron’s AirMedia, Mersive’s Solstice, and WOWVision’s Collab8 and capabilities being added to
existing videoconferencing solutions like Cisco’s Intelligent Proximity and Polycom’s SmartPairing. On
the higher end these include visual collaboration environments where data is King: Oblong’s
Mezzanine, Prysm’s large format video walls recently made touch-sensitive and collaborative with
other Prysm walls, and 2D/3D Cave Environments.
